The materials in FOIA 2011-1342-S are a selective, not necessarily all inclusive, body of documents
responsive to the topic of the FOIA. Researchers should consult the archivist about related materials.
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FOIA 2011-1342-S contains materials from agencies and individuals including correspondence to the
President from citizens, immigrant/ Haitian interest groups, and members of Congress urging U.S.
assistance to Haiti in the form of financial aid; ending, maintaining, or granting exemptions to the
embargo for American businesses in Haiti; restoring democracy; and allowing/ disallowing Haitian boat
people to obtain asylum in the United States. (Almost the entirety of the request consists of this
correspondence.) Also included are schedule proposals suggesting the President meet with Haitian
President Ertha Trouillot and routine transmittal forms and memoranda related to the materials listed
above.
