The materials in PA002 (Memorials - Monuments) are a systematically processed body of documents from 
the White House Office of Records Management (WHORM) Subject File. This secondary subject category 
contains information pertaining to proposals for new monuments and memorials, additions to existing 
monuments and memorials, maintenance of monuments and memorials, and appropriations for 
monuments and memorials. Also included is information on the planning of the Korean Veterans 
Memorial and the Women Vietnam Veterans Memorial, as well as suggestions for other memorials to 
honor the nation's veterans from World War II and Desert Storm. Finally, there are documents in this 
category concerning various National Battlefield Parks.
